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ABSTRACT

This document provides information and instructions for preparing a paper for the International Symposium on Speed-up, Safety and Service Technology for Railway and Maglev Systems 2009 (STECH'09). The style of this document also shows how your paper should be prepared. Please start with an abstract, giving a brief account of the most relevant aspects of the paper (50 to 100 words).
1. INTRODUCTION
All authors are requested to prepare white sheet of paper in this A4 size (210 mm by 297 mm) size for typing the PDF manuscript. The manuscript should be prepared in English as camera-ready copy in 6 pages or less including figures, tables, references and appendices.
Please provide clean pages without erasure marks or smudges. It should be remembered that they will be photographed and printed exactly as they are received. Follow the specification in this document and refer to the attached templates to determine the layout of your pages.
The main body of the text, including abstract, should be typed with single spacing and in arranged in double- column format. The whole paper, including titles, should be set in Times Roman (or an equivalent type face).

2. PAPER TITLE AND AUTHORS
The title of your paper and the author(s) should be included in the space shown on the attached cover page grid (title frame).
2.1 Title
Title should be 14 pt. bold in all capital letters. It should be centered on the page with the first line at the top of the title frame. 
2.2 Authors
The name(s) of author(s) should be 12 pt. bold, upper and lower-case letters. It (They) should be centered under the title with two line spaces separating the title from the author(s).
Author's affiliation should be consist of department or division, university or company name, and e-mail address. All author's affiliation information should be 10 pt. italic upper and lower case letters.

3. MAIN BODY OF THE TEXT
The type size should be 10 pt. or the closest to it. Do not indent when starting a new paragraph; leave one line space between paragraphs. 

4. MAIN HEADINGS
Main headings should be typed in capitals, boldfaced and centered. Leave space of two lines above and one line below these headings.

4.1 Subheadings
Subheadings should be typed flush to the left-hand side of the column in capitals and lower case with initial capitals for all main words. Boldface this heading and leave a space one line above, with the text beginning on the next line below it.

Sub-subheadings.   Sub-subheadings should be typed as for 'subheadings', but underlined or italicized. The following text should run on after a full stop.

Numbers for heading should be used for main and subheadings only.
5. FOOTNOTES

Footnotes should be avoided if possible. Necessary footnotes should be placed at the bottom of the column to which they refer. They are designated by superscript numerals and are numbered consecutively.

6. EQUATIONS

Equations should be typed if possible, otherwise they should be hand-lettered carefully in black ink. Number them consecutively with the number in parentheses, flush to the right.
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One line of space should be left between equations and text material.
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7. ILLUSTRATIONS

All line drawings and graphs should be drawn in black ink on white paper. Illustrations should be pasted into position on the typed pages as close as possible to the first reference to them.

Only glossy photoprints with high contrast are acceptable. Color prints will be not clearly reproduced. When mailing, do not bend prints.
Each illustration should have a space of 1 line above and below. The figure number and caption should be typed below the illustration. The word ‘Figure’ should be shortened to ‘Fig.’ at the beginning of the figure caption. It should also be shorten to Fig. in the text except when it begins a sentence, when it should be spelled out - Figure.

8. TABLES

Leave a space of two lines after the text and type the table heading, including the table number, above the table in the following form:

Leave one line space between the heading and the table. One line of space should be left after the table.

9. UNITS
Units used in the manuscript should be expressed in Standard International Unit (SI).

10. CONCLUSION

References should be numbered consecutively throughout the paper and be listed at the end of the paper with the main heading REFERENCES. When referring to them in the text, type the corresponding number in square brackets [1]. In listing the references, following style for each kind of publications as illustrated below.
Transactions, Proceedings or Journal Articles:
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All authors should be included in the references citation (the use of  ‘et al.’ is not acceptable).

Materials submitted for publication will not be returned. So, the authors are advised to retain a copy of the paper.
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
